DESIGN THINKING IN OSLO

In perioada 22-24 noiembrie 2022 trei formatori din cadrul Casei Corpului Didactic
”Csutak Vilmos” Covasna au participat la cursul de Design Thinking din Oslo, Norvegia, in
cadrul Programului de Educatie, Burse, Ucenicie si Antreprenoriatul Tinerilor in Romania
finantat prin Granturile SEE - Mecanismul Financiar 2014-2021, Contract nr. 2021-EY-PMIP-
0004. Pe parcursul cursului au dobandit o perspectiva valoroasa, interesanta si cunostinte
prin multiple activitati, exercitii si experiente referitoare la domeniul Design Thinking, pe
tema modului de a gestiona un proces de invatare . Tn cadrul cursului, au participat la mai
multe provocari, exercitii.

During the course, they gained
valuable insight and acquired knowledge through multiple activities, exercises and
experiences regarding the Design Thinking field on the topic of how to manage a learning
process. As part of the course, the participants had to take part in several challenges,
different exercises. These challenges revolved around planning, discussing and evaluating
the activities, in a collaborative, cooperative way. Design Thinking helped them understand
the importance of the needs of individuals, so that accurate decisions and plans can be made
based on student centered methods, taking into consideration every aspect of the target
individuals. They could also realize the importance of a basic, circular principle in terms of
processes, which is based on acting, reflecting, and learning. The major keywords were the
5 C’s: connect, context, content, confidence, craft, which are of paramount importance
when it comes to dealing with the process of learning.
